Continuous glucose monitors (CGM) use 

a small sensor just under the skin to 

measure blood sugar levels every few 

minutes. A display device shows what 

the level is. Diabetic patients need to 

watch their blood sugar levels carefully.

We suggest this is offered to patients unable to 

recognise or communicate about their symptoms of 

hypoglycaemia, because other methods would not be 

appropriate. The patient must commit to use it at least 

70% of the time. Additional criteria will also ensure 

pregnant patients and children with diabetes will receive 

CGM where appropriate.
